(included in your e-Learning crew pack) and 1 primary dive light. A dive knife or cutting tool is also required. A 
tank light is also recommended. You'll also need a computer, either your own or you may rent one from us.  
Several specials are available at FNF to you as an AOW student at the shop.

Note: While we encourage you to start looking at buying your own gear, key gear included in the course 
price is an exposure suit, weights, regulator (with SPG & alternate air source), BCD, compass, tanks and ALL 
air fills for the course dives.
