The Deep Diver Specialty course offers you the opportunity of a lifetime - going deep to see things others can 
only dream about.

• Gain experience with diving deep under the direct, professional supervision of a PADI Instructor.

• Required Equipment List: In addition to the PADI Deep Diver Manual, you'll need all of your
basic Scuba gear including: mask, fins, snorkel, exposure suit (drysuit recommended), weights,
regulator with SPG & alternate air source, BCD, computer, compass, RDP (ie: Tables), dive
knife or tool, slate with pencil, whistle, SMB and 2 lights (primary & back-up).

• Certification counts toward the PADI Master Scuba Diver rating.

Prerequisites: PADI (or equivalent) Advanced Certification (must be over 15) 

Cost: $340 Course, + $40 manual, + Accommodations & Charter fees as required in Tobermory (est. $375)
