• Required Equipment List: In addition to the PADI Deep Diver eLearning, you'll need all of your
basic Scuba gear including: mask, fins, snorkel, exposure suit (drysuit recommended), weights,
regulator with SPG & alternate air source, BCD, computer, dive knife or tool, slate with pencil plus
compass, whistle, SMB and 2 lights (primary & back-up). You'll also need a reel.  Your Instructor
may suggest other gear appropriate for deep diving in your area or other locations you may be
considering. Familiarity with the PADI RDP tables is an asset.

• Certification counts toward the PADI Master Scuba Diver rating.

Prerequisites: PADI (or equivalent) Advanced Certification (must be over 15).  Drysuits highly recommended.
